This shows that they are
more deliberating, giving long consideration and thought before they de-
cide or act. But with this patience comes indecision and failure to act.

Dashes are in the middle of the scale. This showsthat they peaceably stay

inthe middle of things. But with this peacefulness comes great difficulty to
express or assert their true feelings or needs.
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
